e Dugouts for each team are designated on the schedule. The home team will be the team in bold
print. The Marengo-Southern & TA-Clarke Prep games are Region Games.

e Please let parents know that food, drink, & coolers will not be allowed into the ballpark.
e Teams may use the batting cages prior to each game. Each team may use the cage for twenty

minutes. The visiting team will use the cage one hour and fifteen minutes prior to game time.
The home team will use the cage fifty-five minutes prior to game time.



We will allow infield/outfield to take place if there is time between games. The visiting team
will take the field 25 minutes prior to game time. The home team will take the field 10 minutes
prior to game time. You will only be allowed ten minutes.

We will provide water in each dugout. Please bring your own cups.
Admission for the tournament will be as follows:

Day Pass: Adults - $7.00 Students (Grades K — 12) - $5.00
Children not of school age will be admitted free.

Tournament Pass: $12.00 (good for all three days)
No refunds on tournament passes or day passes if the tournament is canceled due to weather.
Day & Tournament passes are good for the baseball tournament and the softball tournament.

Tournament format:

1. There will be five teams with each team playing the other four teams. Exception:
Bessemer Academy & Tuscaloosa Academy will play one another on March 23 as part of
the tournament. Clarke Prep is not playing in the tournament.

The team with the best win-loss record will be the tournament champion.

If there is a two-way tie, head to head results will determine the champion.

4. If there is a tie between three or more teams, the largest run differential will be used to
determine the top two teams (Run differential = Runs scored — Runs allowed). If there is
still a tie between three or more teams, least runs allowed will determine the top two
teams. If at any point there are two teams tied, head to head results will determine the
winner.

5. In atie of three or more teams, once the top two teams have been determined, the

champion will be determined by the head to head result.

If a game is canceled due to weather, there will not be a tournament champion.

7. A plaque will be mailed or delivered to the winning team after the tournament. The
plaque will have the winning team’s name engraved on it.

8. All games will be 7 innings with the ten run rule in effect after 5 innings.
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DCH Sports Medicine will have a Certified Athletic Trainer on campus.

School is in session during the tournament. If you have a bus please use the parking lot behind
right field of the baseball field or the parking lot at the football field.
